Sound / Use: ㅊ means or represents ch sound. Romanization: ch.

Teacher note: Read the sound first, then write slowly. The goal is balanced syllable blocks, not speed.

Study order: Read aloud, trace slowly, write independently, then check spacing and sound.

1. Stroke or Pattern Steps

1. Read the focus aloud three times.

2. Trace slowly while saying the sound.

3. Write independently and check spacing.
