first.

Study order: Read aloud, trace slowly, write independently, then check spacing and sound.

1. Stroke or Pattern Steps

1. Read the full phrase slowly.

2. Underline the part that feels hardest to pronounce.

3. Practice saying the phrase with a small bow.
